BRIEF OF THE ACTIVITIES OF THE COUNCIL DURING THE YEAR 2018-19.

1.

4 (Four) Meetings of the COA ( 175 to 178) took place during the year, 3 Meetings of Committee
Members (Fair Committee) [ 8" Sept., 2018, 28 Jan., 2019 and 9" March, 2019], 1 (ONE) Extra-
Ordinary General Meeting (EGM - 28 January, 2019) and one meeting of National Level Steering
Committee (NLSC) (28" meeting on 18 May, 2018) was held during the year.

152 new members were enrolled and 8 Members left during the year. Thus the members as on
31.3.2019 were 2757.

3,56,880 (6,980 from New Delhi Office and 3,49,900 from Regional Office Bhadohi) Kaleen labels
were issued to the Member-Exporters during the year 2018-19.

During the period under review the Committee of Administration took up various issues with the
Government relating to Policy & Procedure for promotion of exports Activities and overall
growth of the industry. Some of the issues are summarized as under :

i. Drawback increased — Due to vigorous efforts of the Council, Department of Revenue vide
Notification No. 95/2018-CUSTOMS (N.T.) dated 06" December, 2018 has increased drawback
rates on handmade Carpets, especially on Silk Carpets from 9 % to 14.9%

ii. The Duty on Imports of Machine Made Carpets- Due to vigorous follow up of the Council,
Department of Revenue vide notification No. 53/2018-Customs dated 16" July, 2018 increased
the import duty on Machine made Carpets from 10% to 20%.

iii. GST for Carpet Industry — Due to vigorous efforts of the Council the rate of GST on sales and
purchase of handmade carpets brought down to 5%.

iv. The 5% rate of GST on job works be brought down to 0% even after 31st March,2019, so
that the industry can survive as the job works processes are multiple and cumbersome for
handmade carpets.

V. Rebate of State Levies (ROSL) Schemes benefits are not being presently given to handmade
carpet and floor coverings industry. Handmade carpets (Chapter 57 items) being an industry
of Textiles, the same ROSL scheme as applicable of Garment sector shall be extended to
handmade carpets and other floor coverings also@ 6%. This will facilitate us in making the
handmade carpet industry more organized.

vi. Exemption from Interstate E-Way Bills compliance for Handmade Carpets & other floor
coverings as manufacturing of handmade carpets involves more than 26 job works processes
which are mainly outsourced. The state of the art handmade carpets during manufacturing
are being taken to different locations for getting finished before being exported. The multiple
job works involved in the manufacturing and back and forth quality checks is posing a great
problem to comply with requirements of Intrastate E-way Bills with restriction of movement of
goods from premises.

Most of the job workers /Artisans are wide spread in the interiors of the villages thereby
making it almost impossible to comply with the Intrastate E-way bills requirement for the
handmade carpet industry. The Indian Carpet Industry mainly is in deep turmoil and production
has almost come to standstill and may lead to cancellation of export orders. The companies are
not issuing the job works orders in these carpet producing areas which will affect our exports
adversely. 95% of the carpets being manufactured are being exported and all exporters are
unnecessarily going through this paper work and blockage of capital when refund is imminent.
Hence, In lieu of the above, we have humbly submitted that an exemption to handmade carpet
Industry (Chapter 57 items) under Handicrafts sector may kindly be granted from Intrastate
E-way Bills compliance, so that industry can thrive and grow and not slow down due to
unnecessary paper work.

Focus on Branding Initiatives through Social media promotion and digital marketing
initiatives with adequate budgetary provisions - Handmade Carpet Industry of India shall
be promoted with special allocation of Social media promotion budget. This effective mode
of e-marketing will help in greater penetration in the unexplored international markets with
maximum reach in their respective languages.

Benefit of 3% Interest Equalisation Scheme on Pre and Post Shipment Rupee Export
Credit shall be increased to 7% and also extend to Merchant Exporters - Applicability of
Global Interest Rates upto 365 days period both on Post and Pre shipment Credit - Industry
needs longer period of advance both for pre-shipment and post shipment at interest rates @ 6%
annually upto 365 days is a must for survival of Hand-knotted carpet Industry in India. Interest
rate should also be brought down to the lower levels as per other countries for Exporters. The
countries that we are exporting to and also competing with, have a much lower rate of Interest.

We would also want the same for us without taking foreign currency loans and then being
penalized for currency fluctuations and losses arising due to that. We request that the Interest
rate in Rupee credit be brought to International levels. Therefore, Benefit of 3% Interest
Equalisation Scheme shall be increased to 5%.

The Interest Equalization Scheme benefit on Pre and Post Shipment Rupee Export Credit is
being given to all MSME across 416 lines on 4 digit level. The merchant exporters which are
majority of handmade carpets & other floor coverings exporters (ITC HS code 5701, 5702,
5703, 5704,5705) are left out and not able to avail the benefit of this scheme. We requested
the Govt. to include Merchant Exporters also in the Interest Equalization Scheme.

Enhancing the coverage of Market Access Initiative (MAI) Scheme to Developed
Countries and New Focus Countries like Scandinavian Countries - Market Access Initiative
(MAI) Scheme is an Export Promotion Scheme envisages to act as a catalyst to promote
India's exports on a sustained basis. The scheme is formulated on focus product-focus country
approach to evolve specific markets and specific products greater reach and penetrations.
In order to comply with WTO frameworks Market Development Assistance (MDA) scheme
has been abolished and revision of MAI scheme has made it less effective as Developed
countries and markets of interest have been made ineligible. Most of the handmade carpets
businesses are in Developed Countries only. Therefore, the scope of the MAI scheme
shall be enhanced to the Developed Countries & Focus Countries and its budget to be
increased accordingly.

Warehousing at multiple locations abroad should be expedited.
MEA should negotiate lowering of tariffs in Developed Countries.

WTO compliant suitable schemes may be devised at the earliest.

xiii. To Reduce Import Duty - Council taken up the issue of High Import Duty on Handmade
Carpets & Other Floor Coverings (Chapter 57) in Brazil and Argentina of LAC Region with
Ministry of Textiles and requested to reduce the same to make our product affordable in the
above markets.

Welfare Activities — During the year under review 8 schools were running through reputed NGOs.

i. CEPC has so far run a total of 113 schools, benefitting more than 5500 children by providing
Non-formal education with mid-day meal and assured stipend.

ii. Presently Council is running 8 schools under the Child Welfare Scheme of the Council.

ii.  Provides Medicare Facilities to the weavers & their families out of Child Welfare Fund
contributed by the Member-Exporters of the Council and also organizing Health Check-up
Camps in Carpet weaving areas;

Initiatives on Skill Development : Indian Handmade Carpet Industry is concentrating strongly on
Skill Development. Carpet Industry has initiated and so far provided training as under :

o 2416 Artisans in 143 Handicrafts Technical Training Centres.
o 240 Artisans in 6 Integrated Design Programme Training.

o 17991 Artisans certified under RPL Scheme of National Skill Development Corporation in 360
batches.

Registration and Surveillance of Looms — The Indian Carpet Industry is providing livelihood to
over two million rural artisans in the country. U.S.A. is the most important market for Indian Carpets
and nearly 48% of the Carpet exports from India is to U.S.A. The Indian Handmade Carpet Industry
has been subjected to severe criticism over the issue of child labour in their production. The use of
child labour in the Carpet Industry has surfaced as a burning topic in various international forums,
particularly in USA over the issue of child labour.

A report titled “Tainted Carpets — Slavery and Child Labour in India’s Carpet Sector” prepared
by Mr. Siddarth Kara of FXB Centre for Health and Human Rights, Harvard School of Public Health,
was released on 28™ Jan. 2014 by the Harvard University. The report, as is evident from its title, is
highly damaging for the Indian Handmade Carpet Sector and tarnishes the image of this industry
to an extent that it has the potential to destroy this sector altogether. Mr. Kara has made serious
allegations against the Indian Carpet exporters. In effect, Siddarth Kara’s report suggests that
“virtually the entire supply chain of handmade carpets from India to the USA is tainted”.

Further, it has been brought to our notice by many importers like Mr. Berns Hartmann of M/s Trendy
Living 4U GmbH, Germany; Indo German Export Promotion Project (IGEP); etc. that in the evening
of 25" October, 2018 there was a full-fledged program on the official German Channel, “Das Erste”,
stating that in the hand knotted carpet weaving, especially in and around Agra, children under the
age of 14 are being employed for knotting carpets and that the dyes used for dyeing of woolen yarns
used by the Indian Carpets Industry, are hazardous to health.

Such type of adverse publicity not only tarnishes the image of the Indian Handmade Carpet Industry,
but also affects the export prospects of Indian Handmade Carpets. The fact that such publicity was
totally false & biased and degraded the image of the entire country was extremely disturbing and
called for firm & strict action.

In response, a fact finding survey was conducted promptly by the National Commission for Protection
of Child Rights (NCPCR), Ministry of Women & Child Development, Govt. of India and Indo German
Export Promotion Project (IGEP) in December, 2018.

Further, to emphasize the falsehood of such reports, the Carpet Export Promotion Council (CEPC)
together with Consulate General of India in Hamburg, Rug Mark India and IGEP organized a Press
Conference on “Non-Prevalence of Child Labour in the Indian Carpet Industry” on Friday, the 11*
January, 2019 at Convention Centre, Hannover Messe, during the world famous and well attended
Domotex Carpet Fair (2019).

Since the child labour cases are observed mostly in the unregistered looms that are beyond any
control of CEPC, it becomes imperative to continuously update the database of already registered
looms and register all the unregistered looms at the earliest for regular surveillance of child labour,
failing which, there is a huge risk of losing a major share of international market exports and thus,
jeopardizing the livelihoods of millions of poor families engaged in carpet making. Under the loom
registration drive, a total of 2,00,710 looms have been registered up to 2018-19.

CEPC stands in firm support of the elimination of illegal Child Labour in the carpet weaving sector and
improving the prevailing conditions of the weavers. To achieve this objective, CEPC has undertaken
significant self-regulating initiatives, both on its own and in cooperation with the Government of
India. One of the major activities in pursuance with above goals as initiated by CEPC is the
registration of looms and their regular surveillance.

During the period under review 20,000 looms were inspected and 20,000 new looms were
registered by the independent agency appointed by this Council.

Activities of the Council during the year 2018-19 - Council undertook 15 International and 22
Domestic activities as under during the year 2018-19 :

International Activities -

Organized participation in Hong Kong Intl. Home Textiles and Furnishing Fair from 20-23
April, 2018 with 9 Member-Exporters.

Business Segments :

Though due to overall economic recession the visit of the buyer in the Fair was slow but Indian
participants generated business and received enquiries as per details given below :

Business Generated : Rs.115.70 Lakhs
Under Negotiation : Rs 118.30 Lakhs
No. of Enquiry received : 54

No of Visitors visited : 139

Besides generating business and enquiries most of the participants sold their goods during the fair.

Suggestion/Recommendation :

1. Organizers should invite more potential Carpets & Floor coverings buyer in the next Fair.
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2. In order to attract more buyers for Indian Carpets & Floor coverings more publicity support
from the Organizers is required in the next fair.

3. Regular participation in this Fair is required to arrest the exports declined during 2016-17 &
2017-.18

4, Thematic projection and proper branding of Indian Carpets is required to be undertaken in
Hong Kong.

Organized participation in 2018 China (Qinghai) International Carpet Exhibition at Xining
(China) from 2" to 6" June, 2018 with 61 Member-Exporters.
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CEPC’s exhibitors M/s. Mangal Carpets, Mirzapur (Stand No. IN 20) received Carpet Award organized
by CTCA for their innovative designs and carpets were also kept on display in the exhibition.

Import Duty :

Import Duty on Handmade Woollen Carpets and other Floor coverings in China is at present 34%. All
the exhibitors have paid duty @ 34% on the carpets sold by them during the exhibition. The exhibitor
who had sold Durry had paid duty @ $ 30 per sq.m. After payment of duty the exhibitor were allowed
to exit the sold goods outside the Hall against Exit Passes issued by the CTCA.

Goods Sold/Business Transaction :

It has been reported by the Indian participant that they conducted business to the tune of Rs.4.41
crores and business worth Rs. 2.81 Crore under negotiation. Exhibitors received 900 enquiries and
3000 overseas and local buyers visited during the exhibition. This fair is basically a retail trade fair
and provides an opportunity to Indian Exporters to clear their old stock but this year some overseas
buyers visited the Exhibition and shown their keen interest on Indian Handmade Carpets.

Suggeston/Recommendation :

1. Duty on Carpets in China should be reduced.

2. Banking Facility for Exhibitors with arrangements to transfer the sale proceeds to their
accounts.

3. CTCA should provide free warehouse facility to the Exhibitors for keeping their unsold goods
after the Exhibition.

Layouts plans should not be altered after finalization.

5. CTCA should provide good English Interpreter to the participants who should have well
conversant with English & Chinese.

6. CTCA should arrange Indian foods for the Indian Exhibitor during the Exhibition in Fair Ground
and Hotels of Exhibitors.

7. CTCA should arrange proper insurance coverage for exhibits on display or in stand.

8. More lighting is required at the stands and passage with atleast one power-point socket be
given at stand.

° Had Meeting with CTCA Representatives and took up the issues relating to providing more
and better facilities to the Indian participants.

® Award Ceremony on 4t June, 2018 organized by CTCA in Exhibition Hall B. Carpet Export
Promotion Council was awarded with a Trophy of Best Partner for its continuous and exemplary
contribution to the Qinghai International Carpet Exhibition by having highest number of stalls in
this fair as well as promoting this exhibition.

® Attended dinner meeting on 4" June, 2018 hosted by CTCA, the organizers wherein
officials of Department of Commerce, Govt. of China discussed about the trade relation
between India and China. There was participation from Pakistan, Afghanistan, Iran, U.K.,
Spain, Germany.

° Had interaction with Vice-Governor of Qinghai province.
Delegates left Xining on 5" June, 2018 for Shanghai.

In Shanghai on 6" June, 2018 delegation had a meeting with Consulate General of India Mr. Anil
Kumar Rai and Mr. Kailash Chand Dariya. Delegates discuss the prospects of Indian products
in China including opening of warehouse of CEPC for Indian Handmade Carpets in China. CGI
designated Mr. Kailash Dariya for doing the needful and submission of comprehensive details for
the location adjoining to Shanghai. He further reiterated that Warehouse should be functional at the
earliest and his office will extend all possible support.

Organized participation in Australian International Furniture Fair, Melbourne (Australia) from
19-22 July, 2018 with 10 Member Exporters.




Good Sold/ Business Transaction:

It has been reported by the Indian participant that they conducted business with orders booked US$
95,000.00 & business under negotiation US$ 2,05,000.00. Exhibitors received 135 enquires and
appox. 15000 visitor/buyers visited during the exhibitions. This fair is a retail/wholesale trade fair and
provides an opportunity to Indian Exporters.

Suggestions:

1. To organize participation in this Fair on regular basis so that Brand image of Indian Handmade
Carpets is created.

2.  Toimpress the Organizers for allotting a prime location for CEPC'’s participants.

3. To give wide advance publicity of India’s participation in the Fair by the Organizers so that
more Buyers of Handmade Carpets visit the Fair.

Note 1

Background

Carpet Export Promotion Council was registered as a “not for profit” company u/s 25 of The Companies Act 1956.
This company is now recognized u/s 8 of The Companies Act 2013. The company is primarily engaged in promoting
exports of carpets from India with the support of The Govt. of India through The Ministry of Textiles and Ministry of
Commerce. The governing council is elected from among the carpet exporters of India.

Note 2

Significant accounting policies

a.

The financial statements are prepared under the historical cost convention, on the accrual basis of
accounting and in accordance with the Generally Accepted Accounting Principles (GAAP) in India and
comply with the Accounting Standards specified u/s 133 of The Companies Act. 2013 read with rule 7
of The Companies (Accounts) rules 2014 and the relevant provisions of The Companies Act 2013 as
applicable except note 2 (e) (ii)

Use of estimates: The preparation of the financial statements in conformity and generally accepted
accounting principles in India requires the management to make estimates and assumptions that effect
the reporting balances of assets and liabilities including disclosures relating to contingent assets and
liabilities as at the date of the financial statements and reporting amounts of income and expenses
during the year. Examples of such estimates include future obligations under employee retirement
benefit plans.

Fixed assets

i All fixed assets are stated at cost.

ii. Depreciation has been provided as per schedule Il of The Companies Act 2013 on the written down
method.

Investments

i All surplus funds of the council are invested in fixed deposits with banks in compliance to sec. 11(5) of
The Income Tax Act.

Revenue recognition :

i. Grants received from the Ministry of Textiles and the Ministry of Commerce are taken as income to the
extent they are utilized during the year. For projects where expenditure has been incurred but grants are
yet to receive but approved have been shown separately.

ii. Annual membership subscriptions have been treated as income to the extent received up to 31.03.19.
No provision has been made for subscription receivable.

iii. One time admission fee of Rs. 3,30,000.00 has been received from new and reregistered of deregister
members. This amount is capital receipt and has been directly credited to the corpus under admission
fee.
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f. Inventory

i All amounts spent towards promotional and publicity materials are treated as expenditure. Stock of such
material has not been reflected in the balance sheet.

ii. Stock of Kaleen labels have been accounted for in the balance sheet.

g. Provisions
A provision is recognized when the company has a present obligation as a result of a past event, when it is
probable that an outflow of resources embodying economic benefits will be required to settle the obligation and
reliable estimate can be made of the amount of the obligation.

h. Income tax
The council is registered u/s 12AA of the IT Act 1961. Keeping in view the applicability of the section no
provision for income tax for the year has been made in the accounts.

i Service Tax:
